The W.E.B. DuBois Learning Center (DLC) has pursued its

tutorial services to Kansas City Metropolitan area youth since

1973.

DLC is a volunteebased organization that initially started

with a handful of volunteers who tutored a small group of

students in reading and math. Toda
W.E.B. DuBois and supported by over 70 active volunteers and tutorial

assistance, and has been expanded to include science and

computer technology. These volunteers provide more than

4,000 hours of classroom, telehub and administrative program

support each year.

1 To help students build setbnfidence and selsteem by experiencing success in a
personalized tutorial program.
1 To assist students in improving their reading, mathematics, science, and computer
skills.
1 To expose students to positive role models and mentors with careers in such flelds as
education, medicine, engineering, accounting, and computer programming.
1 To provide an enrichment program for students working at or above their grade level.

Prevention Education Sessions

We will hold monthly prevention sessions throughout the 2010-11 school year
with middle and high school students using curriculum provided by the Kansas
City Health Department. The main focus will be drug-, alcohol- and violence-
free living. In addition to these sessions, students will engage in two sessions

on bully-free living and conflict resolution. Students will be given an opportunity

Beginning as a pilot project |
Coaching and Mentoring Program is designed to pro-

vide a framework to address st
need for valuable information about attending col-

lege. Students and parents will participate in struc-

tured activities to discuss eliminating barriers that

could prevent them from obtaining the necessary re-

sources to attend college and be successful. They will

complete college applications, search for scholar-

ships, research academic programs and colleges and

locate other preollege programs that improve col-

lege success. College Coaching has three phases that students will attend based on grade
levels: 8th9th grade: Step in the Right DirectdrBuilding Early Awareness; 10th and

11th grade: Eyes on the Priz&laintaining Focus; and 12th grade: Attaining the

Goab Wrapping Up.

There will be a strong focus on improving and maintaining high academic performance
at the schools students attend during all phases of College Coaching. They will be en-
couraged to apply for camps and summer experiences that make them more marketable
to colleges and provide insight into particular career areas. DLC has formed a collabora-
tion with the University of Central Missouri and the University of Missétamnsas

City to enhance student opportunities and build upon the formation of the information
and access available through this program.

College Visits Planned for the Fall and Spring

The Learning Center is pleased to announce that its College Coaching and
Mentoring Program is planning two college visits during the 2010-11 program
year. The visits will give high school juniors and seniors an opportunity to get a
taste of college life up close. Students will spend two to four days on the cam-
pus interacting with students, professors and other student support personnel.
They will also get an opportunity to attend a football game, learn about various
student organizations and get an idea of the college environment.

The first trip planned for mid-October will take students to the University of Cen-
tral Missouri for a weekend visit. In the Spring, students will travel out-of-state to
several historically Black colleges.
